Adjust or replace cartridge
if necessary.

Unscrew bushing from supply lines
and rinse filter washer from debris.

Adjust or replace cartridge.

Clean the faucet often with a soft cloth to keep it looking like new. For heavy cleaning you can use mild liquid detergents
or non-abrasive liquid polisher. Rinse with water and dry with a soft cloth. Avoid abrasive cleaners, steel wool and harsh

chemicals as these will dull the finish and void your warranty.

2-Align rubber and steel washer, and
screw nut assembly by hand all the way
up. 3-Using a phillips screw driver, tighten
the nut assembly.

Do not over
tighten. Check for leakage.
